You need to make sure you have a locker before your exams start, speak to reception
if you need to purchase a locker key. When you arrive in school, please put your
belongings into your locker including your watch and phone.

Bring your exam timetable into school every day, students in the Sports hall or Dance
studio will need to remember their seat number for all exams. This will be on your
timetable and displayed in the amphitheatre before each exam. All seating plans are
displayed on the exam notice board, please check this is advance.

You can only bring/take into your exam room, what you need for that paper, everything
else should go into your locker. Bring your stationery and calculator including maths
stationary — your pencil case must be clear, and you must remove the case from your
calculator.

Bring a bottle of water (optional) in a transparent bottle with the label removed. The
bottle must be placed on the floor under your exam desk, so it is not spilt on your paper.
